The Fires of Pompeii

In this new module, Grade 4 have been learning all about
different natural disasters, how they happen and the damage that
they cause.

Natural disasters have been happening since the beginning of

the Earth. One of the most famous natural disasters in history is the

eruption of a volcano called Mt. Vesuvius, ltaly, in the year 79 AD. This

deadly disaster happened as a result of an incredibly powerful
earthquake in 62 AD. The earthquake destroyed the towns of Pompeii

and Herculaneum.

But it didn’t stop there. The disruption to the tectonic plates
caused ML. Vesuvius to spew out molten rock, pumice, and hot ash
that produced more thermal (heat) energy than a nuclear bomb! It
created giant clouds and heavy boulders of tephra, a substance that
when mixed with rain, creates acid rain that can destroy nature and

kill people.




The lava flowing from the
volcano was extremely fast and
knocked down parts of and entire
structures. The people of Pompeii
and Herculaneum were either
burned alive or suffocated under
the molten rock. In a nearby city,
the people of Misenum fled their
homes in large ships before they,
too, were atrisk of being killed.

Mt. Vesuvius has erupted
many times since this particularly
horrific event. It has an enormous
crater that spans a width of over a

kilometre! But that's not to say that

Vesuvius is now extinct after having

erupted so many times. While it is
currently dormant, it still has the
potential to erupt again.

Today, the cities of Pompeii
and Herculaneum have been
abandoned. Nobody knows how
many people died from this deadly
historical event, but over 1500

bodies have been found thus far.
